José Juan Verocay se narodil 16. &ervna 1876 v uruguayském mést& Paysand italskym piistéhovalcdm. Ti ho v roce 1887 poslali nejprve
do Cortiny d’Ampezzo uéit se jazykim, pak vystudoval gymnézium v Trentu (1897) a Némeckou lékarskou fakultu v Praze (1904) a zde se
zak Hannse Chiariho stal z 1. demonstratora (1902) postupné 1. asistentem (1905) a volontérem (od 1908) patologicko-anatomického Gsta-
vu. Opakované zastupoval profesory Chiariho (do 1906), Kretze (1907-1910) a Ghona (od 1910) za jejich nepiitomnosti. Mezi jeho vy-
zkumnymi tématy prevazovaly vrozené anomdlie a nédory. V préci ,Zur Kenntnis der »Neurofibrome«” (1910) zaved| termin ,neurinom”
pro nédor s charakteristickymi Gtvary, pozdgji nazvanymi ,Verocayova téliska”. Na zékladé této préce se habilitoval pro patologickou ana-
tomii jako soukromy docent prazské némecké lékarské fakulty (1911). Za I. svétové valky slouZil v rakousko-uherskych vojenskych nemocni-
cich v Chrudimi a Vidni. Po vélce se vrétil do Uruguaye a pracoval v rodném kraiji jako prakticky lékaF (1919-1921), pak v Montevideu ve-
dl patologické laboratore vojenské nemocnice (1921-1925), stomatologického wcilité (1925-1927) a neurologického dstavu lékarské fakul-
ty (od 19. biezna 1927). Rychly postup plicni tuberkulézy ho viak uz 3. kvétna 1927 donutil zanechat préce. Uznévany védec zbstal ve své
Vlasti kymsi cizim (el patélogo de Praga”); profesury se dockal jen v symbolickém prohléseni oddanych studentti 24. srpna 1927, dva dny
pied odplutim do Evropy za légenim.

SUMMARY

José Juan Verocay was born on June 16, 1876 in Paysandd, Uruguay to ltalian immigrants; in 1887 they sent him to Corfina d’Ampezzo o
learn languages first; he then graduated from the high school in Trento (1897) and from the German Medical Faculty in Prague (1904) whe-
re he, a disciple of Hanns Chiari, became the 15t demonstrator (1902), 3rd (1904) to 15 assistant (1905), and volunteer (from 1908) at the
Department of Pathological Anatomy. He repeatedly substituted the professors Chiari (until 1906), Kretz (1907-1910), and Ghon (from
1910) during their absence. Anomalies and neoplasms prevailed among his research subjects. In the paper “Zur Kenntnis der »Neurofibro-
me«” (1910) he introduced the term “neurinoma” for a tumor with characteristic structures later named “Verocay bodies”. On the basis of the
paper he was habilitated for pathological anatomy as private docent at the German Medical Faculty in Prague (1911). During World War
| he served for the Austro-Hungarian army at military hospitals in Chrudim (Bohemia) and Vienna. After the war he returned to Uruguay to
work as a general practitioner in his native region (1919-1921), thereafter in Montevideo as head of pathological laboratories at the milita-
ry hospital (1921-1925), at the Dental School (1925-1927), and at the Medical Faculty Department of Neurology (from March 19, 1927).
As early as on May 3, 1927, however, he had to retire due to rapid worsening of his pulmonary tuberculosis. The renowned scientist rema-
ined a stranger in his own country (“el patélogo de Praga”); he never gained professorship except for a symbolic proclamation by devoted
students on August 24, 1927, two days before he left for Europe to undergo treatment. On December 26, 1927 he died in Dubi (a spa ne-
ar Teplice in Bohemia, Czechoslovakia, now Czech Republic).
